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Faisalabad Institute of Management & Sciences- Faisalabad (FIMSF) was 

established in 2020. It is affiliated with Govt. College University, Faisalabad 

(GCUF). FIMSF is offering undergraduate degree in 06 disciplines. The 

infrastructure includes 15 classrooms with 08 labs in different disciplines 

including HND.
