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Karakoram International University was established in 

2002 in Gilgit chartered by Federal Government on the 

orders of General Pervez Musharraf, the then President of 

Islamic Republic of Pakistan. The main campus is 

situated against a dramatic backdrop of steep mountains 

at the confluence of the Gilgit and Hunza rivers. At 

present, the university has four faculties: Faculty of Life 

Sciences, Faculty of Natural Sciences & Engineering, 

Faculty of Humanities and Faculty of Social Sciences. 

Under these faculties, various undergraduate, graduate 

and post-graduate degree programs are offered and 

quality graduates are produced who after completion of 

their education serve in Gilgit-Baltistan in particular and across the country at large.
