Shaheed Z. A. Bhutto Agriculture College is the constituent College 
of Sindh Agriculture University Tandojam. It started working in 1991 
and so far has produced 25 batches of graduates in Agriculture. It 
offers a four year B.Sc. (Hons.) degree in agriculture. The college 
was formerly situated in the old buildings of Rice Research 
Institute, Dokri. It was shifted to its present building located 
at Muhrab pur link road in 1998. It is at the distance of about 
18 Kilometers Northward from Larkana city and 8 kilometers 
southward from the Dokri. Shaheed Z. A. Bhuto Agriculture College 
is the only facility for graduate level education in agriculture in 
the Northern part of the Sindh province. The students possessing 

domicile of Sukkur, Jaccobad, Ghotki, Shikharpur, Kamber 
Shahdadkot, Nausheroferoz and Dadu Districts are entitled 
to apply for admissions in this college. The review committee 
comprising of Prof. Dr. Ishtiaq A. Rajwana, Chairperson National 
Agriculture Education Accreditation Council, Islamabad and Dr. 
Amjad Hussain, Director R&D, HEC Islamabad conducted review 
meeting of seven departments: (i) Agronomy (ii) Horticulture (iii) 
PBG (iv) Soil Science (v) Entomology (vi) Plant Pathology (vii) Plant 
Protection of Shaheed Z. A. Bhutto Agriculture College, Dokri.

An agriculture college was established at Sakrand in District 
Nawabshah in 1939-40 and named as the King George–V Institute 
of Agriculture. The government of Sindh shifted this college to 
Tandojam in 1955. This college was able to promote Agriculture 
Education steadily in the Sindh province. The remarkable 
accomplishments of the college paved the way for raising the 
status of the college to the full-fledged University on 1st March, 
1977 named as Sindh Agriculture University, Tandojam established 
under Act of 1977. The broad objectives of establishing Agriculture 
University, Tandojam were to sharpen focus on agricultural 
Education, improve quality of learning, promote integrated 
outlook in the functions of teaching, research and extension, 
produce service-oriented graduates and generate appropriate 
technologies.

A simple but graceful ceremony was arranged in the office of Vice 
Chancellor to award accreditation certificates to chairperson 
of various departments. Prof. Dr. Fateh Muhammad Mari, Vice 
Chancellor (SAU) along with the Chairperson NAEAC presented 
the accreditation certificates to the chairmen of Plant Pathology, 
Plant Protection, Agri.
